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A watch that dynamically changes its color!

Time of Day

The HotWatch adjusts its color based on the
time of day. Darker colors are used when the
sun is set, and brighter colors when risen.

Don‘t like it? Leave it one of the other _
modes: ‘one-color’, ‘random’, ‘rainbow cycle’
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Event Planning

You can set your watch to set off a subtle alarm
\ for planned calendar events recieved from your
computer using Wifi. The color becomes closer

and closer to that of your choice until the time
of the event is reached, upon which it blinks.

Sick of class and counting down the
minutes? \Works in reverse too! Changes
colors until the scheduled event ends.

Stopwatch

Enter in your best times and time yourself
against them, use a ‘ghost’ of your best time
that gets closer to the color of your choice as it
approaches your best time.

Want to race your best mile? The color
changing acts as a motivational stimulus.
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Set a timer on the fly or based on presets, the
color gets closer to red as your time
approaches its end then blinks upon finish.

Timing a turkey in the oven?
Just look down at your watch’s color to see if
its close to done!
